From Montpellier Airport. (Approx. 45mins)

Montpellier airport is very close to the A9 motorway on Junction 29. This is a toll road and you will need approx Euros 2-3€.

When you leave the airport follow signs for the A9 (You will pass a petrol station on your right and then arrive at a large Roundabout. Take the 1st exit signposted in BLUE to the A9. Follow this dual carriageway road for about 2km and you will see large BLUE signs for the A9. DO NOT take the 1st turn off / exit to Nimes etc. Take the 2nd turn off / exit to BARCELONE. 

You will then arrive at the roundabout shown below.

Take the exit A9 BARCELONE WITH A LARGE BLUE SIGN.  

DO NOT TAKE THE EXIT FOR Montpellier center

Once on the A9 in the direction of Barcelona, you will arrive at the 1st TOLL point where you must take the ticket and present this at the exit.


Leave the A9 at Junction 33. This is the turning for SETE (Meze). The toll will be approx. Euros 2-3€


Follow signs for Beziers (Meze initially). When you are nearly at Pezenas there are two roundabouts. On the 1st go straight over towards Pezenas and then take the exit  for  Clermont d' Herault & Lezignan-la Cébe not the A75.  


Once you have driven through the village of Lezignan la Cebe look for the sign for Cazouls-de-Herault on the right (approx. 2km) and continue for approx 100m and then turn left and then left again and then right over a piece of rough road, through the vines and then up the single track lane to St. Ferréol. (under a large road bridge). St. Ferreol is approx. 500m beyond the new road on your left surrounded by large pine trees. 


If you arrive at Paulhan you have missed the turning for St Ferréol.
